Happy New Year!

At the beginning of each new year, many of us prepare resolutions.  Our ability to follow through with these 
resolutions depends on the help of family members and friends, maybe even God.  As a church, I invite us to 
consider how we might learn to depend on God and one another.  Who knows what God can do among us with 
an attitude and spirit of togetherness?  To share is to serve together. To share is to be mutually dependent on 
one another. To share implies that we can learn from one another. 
Here is a sampling of the ways that we will share and learn together.  New deacons, elders and Trustees will 
receive training as church officers, and share their gifts of care-giving, leadership and administration.  The new 
Welcome Ministry will launch its first set of training sessions.  Teams of new “hosts” will greet visitors and 
church members, at all three worship services.  Peace Fellowship will host various events during Peacemaking 
Weekend with the former PC(USA) Moderator and Executive Director of Presbyterian Peace Fellowship Rick 
Ufford-Chase.  The Adult Ministry Team will sponsor several events for parents, children and youth, to discuss 
"Violence and the Media," particularly in this era of Facebook and YouTube.  Eighth graders will prepare for 
church membership during an eight-week confirmation class.         
All of us are on a journey of faith striving to learn about God and God’s will for our lives.  Often learning takes 
place beyond the classroom.  Anyone who desires to grow in faith would agree-- not just the youth and young 
adults.  For all the ways that we learn about faith, Patrick Kirts, the Director of Young Adults and Youth 
Ministries and I are applying some of these lessons as we plan this year’s Confirmation class.  Think about 
someone who you look up to and respect: you’re likely to listen to what that person is saying and pay attention 
to the life he/she is leading.  We’re asking people to serve as mentors for these confirmands.  Maybe you 
learned about compassion by sharing in ministry together, like building a home or preparing for the food pantry.  
We’re looking for opportunities to serve together with different mission projects.  Being in a new environment, 
away from the familiar home and school setting, creates unique learning opportunities.  We’re planning a 
retreat for the confirmands.   How exciting to consider all the ways that confirmands and adults might learn 
about faith together!   
In their book, The Godbearing Life: The Art of Soul Tending for Youth Ministry, Kenda Creasy Dean and Ron 
Foster rechart a course for youth ministry.  According to their observations, most youth groups focus around a 
"one-eared Mickey Mouse” model, “an environment in which, youth, isolated in an “ear” on top of Mickey’s 
head, had only marginal contact with the rest of the body of Christ."  Replacing this model, their aim is to move 
towards a congregation in which sharing can take place: “Pastoring young people can teach us volumes about 
pastoring people of all ages, for youth ministry ultimately is not limited to what the church has to offer the 
youth.  It includes what youth offer us as well [italics mine]:  a way of being “church” that takes seriously the 
search for God that is so acute during adolescence but so necessary for us all.” 
In what ways do youth contribute to the life of Memorial Presbyterian Church?  The youth are already serving 
in some ways by voicing their concerns as Youth Elder during a Session meeting…serving coffee and biscotti 
as baristas for Café Montreat…singing in choirs and playing with ensembles...providing child care for church-
wide events…ensuring the clarity of communication as audiovisual technicians.  Maybe you can envision more 
creative opportunities, as we strive to be the church that God is calling to become.  
May God guide and lead us all as we strive to be faithful disciples of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  Let's 
mark 2010 by the way that we share with one another, through our time, talents, and treasure.  Let's seek all 
the ways that God would work among us-- especially through whom and with whom, we might learn about 
faith.

VIOLENCE IN MEDIA SERIES 
Your Adult Ministry Team and Christian Education Council, in conjunction with Peace Fellowship, will present 
an educational series dealing with Violence in the Media during January and February.  Our objective in 
presenting these programs is to make parents, children and youth aware of the effects of exposure to violence 
in today’s world. 
• On Wednesday, January 13, Kim Bruce from Midland’s Shelterhouse will speak to parents of pre-school 

and elementary age children about the effects of violence in media on their children.  This session will 
begin at 5:30 p.m. with a pizza supper and Kim’s presentation will be 6:00 p.m. until 7:00 p.m.  Childcare 
will be provided for those attending. 

• The weekend of Friday, February 5, through Sunday, February 7, with the cooperation of Peace 
Fellowship, we will have various activities with Rick Ufford-Chase, co-director of Stony Point Center in 
New York and former Moderator of the Presbyterian Church (USA) General Assembly.  Ufford-Chase will 
be the keynoter for our annual observance of Peace Weekend.  One of his presentations will deal with our 
topic of violence in the media.  This session for adults is scheduled for Saturday, February 6, 10:00 a.m. 
until 12:00 noon.  On this day, he is also scheduled to make a presentation to our youth, 4:30 p.m. until 
6:30 p.m. 

• Finally, Sunday, Feb 21, there will be two concurrent sessions 5:00 p.m. until 7:30 p.m.  One session for 
teenagers will be facilitated by Ric Shahin, social studies teacher at Dow High School in Midland.  This 
session will deal with media violence as it affects teen behavior.  Concurrently, Barbara Handley-Miller, 
Associate Professor of Communication at Delta College and former TV5 News Anchor, will facilitate a 
session for parents of teenagers dealing with parent – teen communication, “Talking with Your Teens.”  
This evening will begin with a meal 5:00 p.m. until 6:00 p.m. with the concurrent sessions 6:00 p.m. until 
7:30 p.m. 

In this series, our intent is not to focus on just one medium (TV for example), but to look at the effects of 
violence as depicted in video games, internet surfing, social websites, music, music videos, movies and the 
like.

Welcome Ministry: Frequently Asked Questions 
What is the Welcome Ministry? 
This Welcome Ministry seeks to create a culture of hospitality at Memorial Presbyterian Church.  As 
God welcomes us, we seek to reflect that spirit of welcome in the way that we interact and relate to 
one another.  Three dedicated teams of volunteers will serve as the foundation of this ministry.    
How can I get involved? There are 4 different ways to serve: 

(1) Reception Host (receptionist) 
(2) Entrance Host (greeter) 
(3) Service Host (usher) 
(4) Pastoral Greeter  

Under the leadership of a Team Leader, you will serve with a team that consists of these “hosts” and 
“greeters,” for Sunday morning worship services and church-wide special events. 
How do I decide in what role I’d like to serve? 
Your role depends on your gifts and availability.  As Reception and Entrance Hosts, you can greet 
people. As Service Hosts, you can greet people, distribute worship guides, and collect the offering.  
As a Pastoral Greeter, you can assist the pastors by listening with them for pastoral needs.   
What does a typical Sunday look like? 
For the 8:00 a.m. service, there will be 1 Reception Host, at the Allen Street lobby. 
For the 9:00 a.m. service, there will be 1 Reception Host, 1 Entrance Host at the Allen Street 
entrance, and 2 Service Hosts at the Assembly Room entrance. 
For the 10:45 a.m. service, there will 1 Reception Host, 2 Entrance Hosts at the Allen Street entrance, 
1 Entrance Host at the rear entrance, 2 Entrance Hosts at the narthex, 4 Service Hosts to distribute 
bulletins and to collect the offering, and 2 Pastoral Greeters. 
What’s my time commitment? 
On the Sunday that you serve, you are expected to attend a team meeting: 8:15 a.m. for the 9:00 
a.m. worship service, and 10:00 a.m. for the 10:45 a.m. worship service.  You are expected to attend 
the Sunday morning worship service and to clean up afterwards. 
You are expected to serve for 2 Sundays, and then 10 Sundays off.  You may serve additional 
Sundays, depending on your availability. 
You will also serve at church-wide special events like the All Saints Day Service, Service of Comfort 
and Hope, and Christmas Eve. 
Is there any special training? 
Yes, there will be training sessions.  In order to serve with the Welcome Ministry, you are strongly 
encouraged to attend the training session.  You can attend one of our first sessions on Sunday, 
January 10, 12:30 p.m. until 2:30 p.m. or Wednesday, January 13, 6:00 p.m. from 8:00 p.m. 
Sign me up!  When can I start?  Our plan is to implement this Welcome Ministry, for all 3 worship 
services on Sunday, February 14, 2010.

Their resettlement is progressing: Mazen and his elder sister 
Maha now have driver's licenses, Mazen, with his Mosul medical training and experience, continues 
to teach nursing part-time at Oakland Community College.  The family continues to study English, 
and Maha, trained at the University of Mosul as a veterinarian, continues to volunteer at a local 
animal hospital. Mazen awaits arrival of new documents from Mosul so that he can take his first 
Michigan Medical Board examination in January; Maha must first take some courses at Michigan 
State before she can take her Michigan Veterinary Board exams. 
Our church has partially supported the resettlement of the Alsaqa family since the 2006 murder of 
Munthir Alsaqa, Mazen's father and leader of the Mosul Presbyterian Church (the first reformed 
church in the region).
